Recognizing the need to reduce this complexity, while providing accurate and balanced data
and analysis on migration, the InternationalOrganization for Migration (IOM) has built several digital
tools, including those for general and specific audiences. One such tool is the World Migration Report
Interactive, a digital platform that draws on key data in IOM's biennial flagship report series and
presents the latest report edition (2022) in a visually engaging and interactive way. This microsite
increases the utility and accessibility of the report's analytical content by making it possible for anyone
interested in migration to interact with the data to identify key migration trends and patterns quickly
and easily. To support teachers across the world, IOM has also developed (in collaboration with the
International Baccalaureate) the World Migration Educators' Toolkit to assist educators in their work
to provide young adults with an understanding of the essentials of migration through 11 flexible
modules.

The 2021 final report of Kofi Annan Commission on Elections and Democracy in the Digital Age
found that the vulnerability of a particular country to the weaponisation of social media could be in
part defined by pre-existing conditions, including a history of violence, partisan institutions, and
polarizing media. The Kofi Annan Foundation in partnership with Varieties of Democracy in Sweden
is elaborating on this finding to build an index that draws on multiple data points to gauge the
vulnerability of countries facing elections to the misuse or weaponisation of social media. Once ready,
the index will allow national actors and international partners to understand the threats facing an
election, prioritize resources accordingly and provide appropriate means of electoral support . The
index also the potential to serve as an early warning system to identify elections around which the
misuse of social media could significantly increase tensions and drive violence and instability in the
real world.

It was developed with the support of the governments of Switzerland and Canada and is
designed to enhance the capacity of the elected members of the UNSecurity Council. It contains
detailed information available in real time about types of targeted sanctions, all cases of UN targeted
sanctions since 1990, a guide for practitioners designing sanctions, and a sophisticated filtering
mechanism.

TTX-P Simulation Exercise

Strengthening science-policy capacity to mitigate global risks is difficult. As global risks have not
happened in the recent past, policy actors struggle conceiving of them and their consequences. As
researchers are not regularly involved in policy processes, they struggle aligning their research
directions and timelines with policy needs. More importantly, the problem lies in policy actors and
researchers’ mindsets - struggling to inform each others’ work - combined with limited time available
to better understand global risks and policy processes. Therefore, there is a need for an efficient way to
get people to think outside of their usual frames of reference, and for delineating possible behavioral
and institutional changes to mitigate global risks. TTX-P is a simulation exercise to be such an
efficient tool. TTX-P focuses on the general science policy and decision-making problems that hinder
global risks reduction. While its scenarios focus on specific global risks, such as engineered
pandemics, the key lessons are generally applicable in the everyday work of policymakers and
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researchers. At the core of TTX-P lies the coordination of a response to a cascade of shocks. The focus
is on a group of different actors - governments,international organizations, civil society and science -
within a challenging, fast-paced international context. The scenario and the actions are hypothetical
but reflect real-world constraints and dynamics.
